Deeper Meaning
Same Mass 

Our classes in Faith Formation will be discovering more about the Mass and the Ro-
man Missal, 3rd Edition, during October and November.  In Elementary classes, Grades 
3-6 will be bringing home a booklet to help parents understand and talk about the 
Mass.  

We will all be hearing more and more about this from our priests, too. 

Why are we doing this-changing the words we use at Mass?  

Example: “Will you please move that stuff for me?” 

You might ask:  “What stuff?”  If the question was: “Will you please move the candle 
and the books for me?”  You would know exactly what is being asked of you to move.  
That’s just the problem. English has words that don’t give the full, deeper meaning.  
Latin is a language that one word can mean more than one word in English.  We will be 
using “new words” that offer us “deeper meaning”. When it comes to the Mass, our 
“God language” is used3language that helps us enter into the mystery of our God and 
our faith.

One class of 9th graders did an exercise where they listed their 
extra-curricular activities.  The class broke into three groups, 
each choosing words they thought anyone would recognize to be 
able to name their extra-curricular activity.  One group had: Touch 
down (Would you guess foot ball?  You are right!).  One group 
had: Agriculture (Would you guess FFA?  You are right!).  One 
group had: Serve.  (Would you guess Volley ball? Tennis?)  After 
the activity they related it to what is happening with Mass.  Words 
do make a difference.

The Cold and Flu Season is Upon Us - How do you tell the difference? 
Some people think the flu is a really bad cold.  That is not true.  The flu and the common cold are both respi-
ratory illnesses, but they are caused by different viruses. 
 
Cold symptoms often include: 
▲  Fatigue or weakness   ▲  Mild body aches  ▲  Sore Throat 
▲  Stuffy or runny nose   ▲  Sneezing   ▲  Hacking Cough 
▲  Mild to moderate chest discomfort 
 
Flu symptoms often include: 
▲  High Fever lasting more than a day  ▲  Headache   ▲  Sore Throat 
▲  Exhaustion  ▲  Severe body aches  ▲  Chest Discomfort 
▲  Stuffy nose  ▲  Sneezing  
▲  Fatigue or weakness lasting up to or more than a week 
 
Flu symptoms are usually more severe than cold symptoms. If you are concerned about severe or ongoing 
symptoms of a cold or flu, contact your health care provider.
